Honiara City Tour Highlights  
Departs Honiara Daily ~ Duration 3 hours 

This guided tour will take you to areas of great significance to 
Solomon Islands history, culture, and people. Stops included 
the National Parliament,  Skyline American Memorial, one of 
the best lookouts of Honiara. It is also the location of the US 
War Memorial for the famous Battle of Guadalcanal. And the 
National Museum gallery with its diverse history and cultural 
artifacts. Includes hotel transfers. 

 

Amazing Grace Cocoa Farm and Garden Tour  
Departs Honiara Daily ~ Duration 3 hours  

This half day educational and chocolate tasting tour first stops at 
the origins of Chocolate – a Cocoa Plantation. Some of the 
plantations on Guadalcanal have gained international recognition 
amongst international boutique chocolate makers. You will also 
visit one of the fermenting sites in Honiara. 

 

Haililua Cultural Village Tour

Visit a traditional Solomon Islands village and view various  
demonstrations from traditional cooking on hot stones to weaving 
sago palm houses, learning about traditional medicines, and 
coconut climbing and husking.

WW2 Historical Tour Highlights  

Departs Honiara Daily ~ Duration 3.5 hours 

Guadalcanal is famous for the turn-around of WW2. Many 
relics lie on land and in the sea. This half day tour visits 
the American War  memorial, Henderson Field, Bloody 
Ridge, and Fighter 1 Airfield. 

 
Tenaru Waterfalls Hike  
Departs Honiara Daily ~ Duration Half Day 

Hike through the lush tropical jungles and enjoy lunch at 
Paraniju Mountain Lodge. A good level of fitness is 
recommended and takes approximately 1 hour.  

 

Guadalcanal Scenic Tour  
Departs Honiara Daily ~ Duration 4 hours 

This scenic tour of Guadalcanal Island drives past villages and  
great scenery. Your first stop is at Kakabona Village, one of the 
largest villages in Guadalcanal. Take in the vista from the lookout of  
Cape Esperance and visit Visale Church Beach. This tour is  
particularly for those interested in meeting people, seeing the  
day-to-day living of Solomon Islanders, and seeing the natural  

vegetation of Guadalcanal Island.  
 

WW2 Eastern Battlefields Tour  
Departs Honiara Daily ~ Duration 4 hours 

This informative guided tour takes you to the historical WW2 sites  
that are significant to the Solomon Island people.  Visit sites 
including Red Beach, Henderson Field, Bloody Ridge, Mt Austin 
Japanese memorial and American Memorial. 

 
Graceland Nature Park  

Departs Honiara Daily ~ Duration Half Day  

Located in upper Lunga River, Mbelaha Central Guadalcanal, 
Graceland Nature Park is approximately 30-minute drive from 
Honiara. The park has great views of Guadalcanal highlands, the 
river and the historic Maruyama trails. Tour attractions include 

Nature walks and Noni Tour. 

 
Piaru Beach Snorkel Tour  
Departs Honiara Daily ~ Duration Half Day 

Head to Piaru Beach for a half day of fun! Relax on the beach,  

wonder at the underwater delights while snorkelling and set off on  

a kayak adventure. Your tour includes snorkelling gear and kayaks.
